A resident support ser-
vices program is available to resi-
dents to meet a variety of needs, in-
cluding eviction prevention, utility as-
sistance, applying for unemployment 
insurance, job search assistance, as-
sistance with tax return preparation, 
Medicare & Medi-Cal questions, and 
more.
